Monday, February 11, 2008

The meeting was called to order with the Pledge of Allegiance by
Mayor Jeffrey Kaplan at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Kaplan stated the Board of Trustees met earlier this evening
at a workshop with the Village Engineers to discuss a number of
projects in the Village that include the water and sewer plants,
Government Center and the Berme Road Park. The Board has
decided informally to explore the idea of moving the playground to
lower area of the park which they believe would avoid most of the
issues related to building the park where the old landfill was
located.

Motion by Trustee Lopez, seconded by Trustee Steinhoff to
approve the minutes of January 14, 2008 & January 28, 2008 as
presented.

All in favor - Aye - motion carried

Maxine Chapin stated that she is upset with the idea of dissolving
the Village and questioned the financial status of the Village.
Mayor Kaplan read a nonbinding questionnaire that he will ask the
Village Board to approve mailing to all Village taxpayers asking
Village taxpayers if they would like the Board to look into the pros
and cons of dissolution of the Village and spoke about the
anticipated revenues from sale of Village property that never came
to fruititon.
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Motion by Trustee Lopez, seconded by Trustee Oliveras to open
the Public Hearing on Hotel/Motel/Boarding House at 7:15 p.m.

Motion by Deputy Mayor Younger, seconded by Trustee Lopez

Jane Eck questioned if the Village of Ellenville has enough funds
to cover expenses for March, April and May. Mayor Kaplan
responded that he does not anticipate there to be a problem with
that issue.

Steve Finkle, Director of the Empire Zone was before the board
tonight to discuss the benefits of the Town of Wawarsing and the
Village of Ellenville to be in the Empire Zone. Mr. Finkle stated
that the Empire Zone program provides tax credit for businesses
and property owners. The Village of Ellenville is in the New York
State Empire Zone and this designation offers financial and tax
incentive for new or expanding businesses.

Mayor Kaplan stated that he realizes that advantage of being in the
Empire Zone but objects to the Town of Wawarsing and Village
each paying to be in the Empire Zone. We are the only Village
asked to make a contribution. Mayor Kaplan requested that in the
future a reduction of this membership fee be given to the Village.
Deputy Mayor Younger questioned what type of advertising is
done to bring businesses to our area and Trustee Lopez suggested
more aggressive advertising to attract businesses here.

Ellenville Public Library — Ms. Asha Golliher, Community
Relations at the public library told board members about the

presented board members with a copy of “To Kill a Mockingbird”
and invited everyone to partake in this venture.

Ulster County Community Action — Ms. Rosemary Melendez
thanked the Village Board for their financial assistance last year
and requested $5,000 this year to continue to meet the needs of the
economically disadvantaged in our area.

770 Development, LLC — Mayor Kaplan disqualified himself from
this discussion — In reference to a bill in the amount of $7,941.34
that was sent to Mr. Levi Hecht for work done at his property at
256 Canal Street, Mr. Hecht again requested the board consider an
offer of a $1,000.00 payment now and the remaining balance be
paid in payments with the next three years taxes. This request was
not agreeable to board.

Motion by Trustee Steinhoff, seconded by Trustee Oliveras that a
$5,000.00 payment is made now by Mr. Hecht with the balance to
be paid over the next two years and the property owner execute a
will confession of judgment

Mayor Kaplan stated that he has reviewed with department heads
than no expenditures should be made unless absolutely necessary
and we are looking to fund only essential services, reduce
overtime, suspending additional training sessions until the end of
this fiscal year, no new hires, review the water and sewer billing
and Government Center to determine both the expenses to run it
and the capital improvements expenditures. Mayor Kaplan has
requested the Village Manager to obtain from each department
head a budget for the next fiscal year with a 5% decrease in
spending, Mayor Kaplan will personally take a 10% decrease in
the Mayor’s salary and for the Manager to submit a budget with no
salary increases for personnel unless we are obligated by contract
and to suspend some inspections that are not absolutely necessary
until the end of this fiscal year.

New York Sate Public Service — Our franchise agreement with
Time Warner Cable has been extended to August, 2008 and a new
contract will need to be negotiated. Attorney Cataldi is working on
this matter and will report back at a future meeting.

Councilman John Gavaris was at the board meeting tonight to
discuss the YMCA'’s proposal for a summer program. Mayor
Kaplan questioned what the Town of Rochester contributes to the
Town of Wawarsing for their use of the Kerhonkson pool and was
told $20,000. The YMCA’s summer program proposal is to be a
nine week program during the summer with the hours of this
program from 8:30 am — 5:00 pm. Trustee Steinhoff questioned if
the School District has given their permission to use the buildings
and grounds for these extended hours. The Village of Ellenville’s
contribution for this program and other activities would be
$120,000. Sam Bugna, Director, YMCA, that amount is based on
the program servicing 100 children, children that are on free and
reduced lunch will not be charged for the program. Mayor Kaplan
recommended that the Board do not vote on this issue until such
time as we have the joint meeting with the Town of Wawarsing
and we invite the representatives from the School and the YMCA
to this meeting.

AMTRUST- Attorney Cataldi discussed the owners of the former
Schrade Building, Ellenville Development Partner’s, request to
diminish the Village boundary line for their property. Ellenville
Development Partners owes $10,150 in back taxes and it was
requested that Attorney Cataldi contact this group to see if they
would pay the Village of Ellenville $20,000 to pay all expenses
incurred in this change.

Trustee Oliveras questioned the status of purchasing a camera for
sewer line inspections.

Trustee Steinhoff requested a report on the artwork that the Village
of Ellenville owns and if we have a current agreement with the
Ellenville Public Library.

Trustee Lopez questioned what action is taken when borrowers
from the Ellenville Revolving Loan Fund do not make payments.

Mayor Kaplan requested that before the next board meeting the
Village Treasurer gives to each Trustee a copy of the 2006 Village
audit.

Volunteer Fireman Policy - Manager Auerbach gave board
members a copy of a draft policy for employees that are volunteer
fireman to go out on fire call during business hours. It was
requested that board members review and if they have any
comments to contact him.

PBS Follow-up — Manager Auerbach questioned if the Board
wants him to send out a Request for Proposal in reference to the
Petroleum Bulk Storage tank removal program. It was requested
that Manager Auerbach see if there is any grant money available
for this venture.

Questionnaire — Mayor Kaplan requested the authorization to send
out a questionnaire to all taxpayers in reference to the dissolution
of the Village. All board members agreed to this request.
